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Welcome to the premier issue of the French Family Reunion Newsletter.  If you are receiving this letter, we believe you are a descendant of Aaron French.  

Just who was Aaron French?  Aaron was born March 1, 1767, in New Jersey and died January 1, 1851 in Sheshequin, Bradford County. Pennsylvania.  He married Mary Myers May 28, 1797 in Sussex County, New Jersey.  They moved to Wayne County, Pennsylvania, living there for a few years. In 1823, moved to Sheshequin, Bradford County, Pennsylvania where they spent the rest of their lives.  Aaron and Mary had 10 children.


Elizabeth was born in 1798 and spent her life in Wayne County, Pennsylvania.  She married William Schoonover and had several children, of who we have only been able to identify one: Eleanor.

Christina was born 1800 and we have no other information about her.

The rest of Aaron and Mary’s children moved with them to Sheshequin, Bradford County, Pennsylvania.

Esther was next and was born in 1802, married John Sheeler and died before 1860.   Esther had 11 children.

Sarah, “Sally” was born in 1803 and married twice, first to Joseph Skinner, with whom she had three children.  Next, she married Merrit Middaugh (some records show Joseph Middaugh, we are not sure which is correct) and had two more children.

Margaret was born in 1807.  She married James Culver and moved to   Tuscarora Township, Bradford County, Pennsylvania.  James and Margaret had 13 children.

Naoma was born around 1809.  She married John Tomkins (or Tompkins) and was the mother of 9 children before she died in 1846.

Walter, born in 1812.  He married Sarah “Sally” Rogers and together they had 12 children.

Abisha was born around 1814.  He married twice, first to Ann and had four children.  His second marriage was to Eliza Rodgers and they had three more children.

Aaron was born in 1815.  He married Emeline Babcock and had 6 children.  Aaron died at Andersonville Prison Camp during the Civil War.

Finally, Catherine was born in 1817.  She married Archibald Sheeler and had three children.
