B On top of the base is the
plinth which consists of a
cyma and a four sided die.

B At the plinth level stands
life sized bronze statues of
a soldier and sailor on the
north and south sides of
the monument.

B Above the plinth is an
octagonal shaped granite
shaft and then an unfluted
shaft.

B On top of the unfluted
column is a crenellated
capital topped with the
over life sized figure of
Victory.

i Stone foundation has
mortar joints in poor
condition.

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Existing Conditions

B Granite stonework shows
signs of atmospheric and
biological soiling.

B Calcite run on the north
side of the granite base.

B Metallic staining is present
In various areas.

1 Copper staining below
bronze statues and plagues.

1 Iron staining just below the
statue ofVictory.
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Existing Conditions

B Bronze features including the soldier and the sailor are
showing significant signs of deterioration.

B Active corrosion is seen through a pale green appearance and
streaking and pitting of the bronze surfaces.

B If left untreated, catastrophic failure could occur.
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Proposed Work

B Cleaning of all granite
surfaces using mild ‘
detergent, water and hand g |
scrubbing.

B Application of anti
microbial product to
remove biological soiling.

B Metallic stain removal using?
various methods such as |
poultice cleaning and
chemical removal.

B Masonry repairs

1 Mechanical removal of the
calcite run using hand and
powered Dremel tools or
dissolve using nitric acid.

1 Repair all mortar joints by
removing failing mortar and
then filling with grout and
mortar to match existing.

B Bronze Treatment

i Clean all bronze surfaces
with Orvus detergent
diluted in water. Areas will
be scrubbed with soft
brushes and rinsed.
